The Carers Association deliver FETAC & City and Guilds assured training to Carers across the country in response to training needs identified. Our current tutors are fully committed at present in rolling out training and we still require other tutors working on a flexible basis for delivery of specific modules in particular or specific locations. This need therefore will be addressed by offering contract work to suitably qualified tutors in certain geographic areas at an agreed rate for each training course. The tutor will be required to present an invoice for training delivered and these invoices will be paid monthly. Suitably qualified tutors may be offered several courses in different locations if they are available depending on demand. Courses may be delivered in mornings, afternoons, evenings or in some cases weekends depending on the demand by Carers.
